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Resumo: Em resposta as alteracées climaticas e ambientais, pobreza e desigualdades sociais
associadas ao desenvolvimento global, a Organizacdo das Nac¢des Unidas (ONU) estabeleceu a
Agenda 2030. Esse plano compreende os 17 Objetivos do Desenvolvimento Sustentavel (ODS) a
serem buscados pelas organizacdes publicas e privadas e por toda a humanidade. Diante disso,
objetivou-se discutir o papel social das bibliotecas publicas e suas contribuicdes para a
implementacdo de servicos de informacdo orientados a Agenda 2030, tendo como base a
metodologia de revisdo narrativa. Compreende-se que a contextualizacdo dos ODS pelas
bibliotecas publicas pode fortalecer as a¢cdes de informacdo para o alcance desses objetivos, os
quais sao norteadores na construcdo de uma sociedade sustentavel. Representa também uma
oportunidade de investigacdo para a Biblioteconomia/Ciéncia da Informacdo, sobretudo nas
discussdes da Biblioteconomia Social.

Abstract: In response to climate and environmental changes, poverty and social inequalities
associated with global development, the United Nations (UN) established the 2030 Agenda, which
comprises the 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) to be pursued by public and private
organizations and for all mankind. Therefore, the objective was to discuss the social role of public
libraries and their contributions to the implementation of information services oriented to the
2030 Agenda, based on the narrative review methodology. It is understood that the
contextualization of the SDGs by public libraries can strengthen information actions to achieve
these goals, which guide the construction of a sustainable society. Representing an opportunity for
research for Library Science/Information Science, above all, in the discussions of Social
Librarianship.
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
